Scott Barker gave a detailed presentation on modified sports at our
middle schools. He noted that modified sports are available to 7 and 8
grade students, while 6™ graders can participate in intramurals. All
modified sports are developmental programs with equal playing time and
state mandated rules. The philosophy is to provide exposure, focus on
learning and introduce athletes and parents to the commitment required
of athleticteams. Anyone i s welcome to tryou
possible. Team sizes are limited as it is essential to maintain a safe
environment and to provide adequate facilities, equipment and coaching.
The state process allows for 7/8™ graders to play at a higher level if
they qualify. A very small percentage of athletes qualify and must go
through a selective classification process including Tanner testing.

Current 6™ and 7™ grade students will have an opportunity to sign up for
modified sports during P.E. classes in June.

Modified sports will begin immediately after the first day of school in
Sept 2009, with football beginning on the first day. Scott holds a
modified sports Information Night once or twice every school year. One
will be heldinmid-Sept ©609.

For 8™ graders moving on to Sutherland, Fall 2009 sports will begin Aug
17 and practices are mandatory. Clearance forms must be submitted by
Aug 1, 2009. There will be an Athletics Information night for Sutherland
duringthe 3%or4"week of Aug 609.
