Dear Jeff Road Parents, 

I hope you had a wonderful Spring Break and that you are enjoying 

the beauty this time of year can bring.  The month of May can be so 

busy for families and for schools; this year is no exception.  A look at 

the May calendar is proof.  There are so many special events 

scheduled you will surely want to attend. 

The 5th Grade Chorus and Band Concert will be held on Tuesday, 

May 12th, beginning at 7:00 p.m.  This date is a change from the 

district calendar published earlier in the school year.  

The next evening, Wednesday, May 13th, at 7:00 p.m. our second graders will be performing “Math 

Matters”.  

The 4th Grade Chorus and 5th Grade Orchestra will have their concert on the evening of Thursday, 

May 21st at 7:00 p.m.  Each event is sure to delight audiences. 

Another very important date to mark on your calendar is Tuesday, May 19th.  This is the day our 

community votes on the 2009-2010 school budget along with two propositions and three Board of 

Education seats.  This vote will take place at the Barker Road Middle School at 75 Barker Road from 

7:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.  

The 2009-2010 budget decreases discretionary spending by 10% and maintains programs, but hasn’t added 

any new programs.  The first proposition includes funds for the replacement of Jeff Road’s more than 

20 year-old play structures.  JR has had a small committee working on identifying replacement 

playground equipment.  Three designs were selected as replacement structures for the three oldest areas of 

our playground.  In addition to our playground work, this money will fund the completion of phase three of 

the Barker Road Middle School renovations and, at various buildings around the district, repair and/or 

replace ceilings, floors, ventilation equipment, fences, athletic fields, and transportation bus lifts.  There is 

no tax impact on this proposition.  A second proposition requests the use of money for the purchase of ten 

buses.  Again, this proposition will not result in any new taxes.  In addition to the bus purchase, voters 

will be asked to authorize the re-establishment of the Bus Purchase Fund.  It is so very important as 

parents that you register your say in this process.  Please put May 19th at Barker Road on your 

calendar and VOTE.  

As I write this newsletter, there continues to be a plethora of information in the media about the swine flu 

virus.  The information you have received from Superintendent Mary Alice Price is evidence of the 

careful attention that is being paid to this matter at all levels of our district.  The preventative 

measures to limit the spread of any virus identified by health officials over the years have become 

standard practice in Pittsford Schools.  These healthy habits are taught by Mrs. Chambers during health 

instruction.  This means that there is not a need at this time to teach practices for good hygiene; it is rather a 

time to increase everyone’s diligence about consistently applying healthy practices.  Please reinforce these 

healthy practices at home at this time and always: 

 Covering your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze, then throwing the tissue in the 

trash. 

 Washing hands often using soap and water or alcohol-based hand cleaners, especially after coughing or 

sneezing.

At this time it is important that we adults not only monitor the physical health of our children 

but also their mental health.  Please be watchful of where and how you talk about your own concerns 

about swine flu.  Help them to understand that the day-to-day practice of good hygiene at home and at 

school will go a long way in keeping them healthy.  If you notice your child seems stressed or concerned 

during this time, do not hesitate to contact us so we can help.
